  Accessing                 
    healthcare... 
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Do I have to register with a GP near 
my university or job?  

No you donõt.  The choice is yours.  Bear in 
mind that you will be meeting new people 
(and new germs!) from around the country 
and maybe from around the world and stress 
may make you more likely to get ill.  Also 
consider that if you are at university you will 
spend about two thirds of your time there 
and  about one third in Milton Keynes (if 
you choose to come back during your 
holidays). 

How do I register with a GP near my 
university or job?  

You can register with any GP practice you wish unless its books are 
closed and it is not accepting new patients.  

Look on the ôServices near youõ tool on the front page of NHS Choices 
website (www.nhs.uk) to find a GP practice near your university or job.  
You will need your NHS number.  Remember, you might move so make 
sure you choose a practice that is convenient to get to if you move to a 
different area. 

So you�·ve got your offer and you�·re off to university or a new 
job.  Congratulations and well done!  In all the excitement, 
thinking about how to get health care when you move away is 
not on your mind.  So let�·s think about it now. 

 

 

What do I do if I get ill away 
from my university or job? 
 
You canõt be registered with two doctors so if you get ill when you are 
in Milton Keynes during a holiday you can receive emergency treatment 
from a GP practice for 14 days.  All practices are obliged to offer this 
service.  If your treatment will last for more than 14 days you will need 
to register as a temporary resident by filling in form GMS3.  When you 
have had your appointment with the GP notes will be put on the form 
and sent to your permanent GP.  This means that all your records are 
kept together. 

Registration as a temporary resident lasts for 3 months but you can     
re-apply if you need to. 

You can register as a temporary resident if you decide to stay            
registered with your GP in Milton Keynes and you get ill while you are 
away at university or at work.
